Crawford County Public Transportation Services Suspended — Community Support Needed to Resume Operations

SEK-CAP regrets to announce the temporary suspension of General Public Transportation route services in Crawford County. This difficult decision has been made due to insufficient local financial support necessary to sustain ongoing operations. Despite contributions that have been paid and pledged for the current operating year, the funding falls short of the amount required to maintain service levels. SEK-CAP has historically bridged these financial gaps; however, it is no longer able to continue doing so. Without timely intervention and increased support from the community, the following route services will be phased out on the dates listed below:
· Pittsburg Area Community Transit (PACT) Bus 1 – Suspension begins April 1, 2026
· Pittsburg Area Community Transit (PACT) Bus 2 – Suspension begins November 1, 2025
· General Public On-Demand Route 1- Suspension begins January 1, 2026
· General Public On-Demand Route 2 – Suspension begins November 1, 2025
· General Public On-Demand Crawford County – Suspension begins February 1, 2026

SEK-CAP has met with County and City officials and partners to notify them of the suspensions, and we are grateful for their active collaboration in seeking solutions. Together, we are working to identify new funding sources and partnerships to restore service as quickly as possible.

The Need Is Clear — Ridership Is Growing
Since its launch, the transportation service has seen significant growth, proving its value to the community:
· With over 14,000 demand response round trips in the past year serving approximately 400 riders
· With over 20,000 rides on the Pittsburg Area Community Transit
These numbers reflect a growing reliance on the service for access to:
· Healthcare (CHC-SEK, Via Christi Hospital, Crawford County Mental Health)
· Groceries and essentials (Walmart, Dillons, Ron’s Supermarket, Neighborhood Market)
· Community resources (Municipal Courts, Judicial Center, DCF)

What’s Needed to Restart Services
To resume operations through June 30, 2026, we must secure the remaining $144,867 in local match funding. Planning is already underway for the next fiscal year, and we are also seeking $200,000 to support service from July 1, 2026 – June 30, 2027.
We extend our sincere appreciation to the City of Pittsburg, Crawford County Commission, and Girard Medical Center for their support for the 2026-27 program year.
